	Proposed_Action_Description: The purpose of this proposed project would be to construct a new Gas Analysis Laboratory, which would replace the existing mission support Gas Lab located in Building 12-21.  No new laboratory processes or new laboratory operations would be involved in the new Gas Laboratory.  The demolition of the existing Gas Lab (Building 12-21) is not in this project’s scope of work and would be addressed in a separate NEPA document.  The new lab would be located in the Zone 12 Material Access Area (MAA) consisting of approximately 11, 000 square feet (sq. ft.).  The new facility would be designed for a 40-year service life.  The new facility would be approximately 11,000 sq. ft. and include a Gas Chromatograph (GC) Room, Gas Cylinder Storage area, a Mass Spectrometer Room, Component Operations and a Leak Check area, an office space with a breakroom, restrooms, and storage.  The building footprint, including the expansion, would occupy approximately 0.27 acre of the total 1-acre site.  A new site feature may include an access drive and parking area.  Work would include minor demolition of the existing access road to facilitate a tie-in of the proposed access drive.  Two parking spaces would be provided near the mechanical room for one personnel van and a maintenance truck that may be required to service equipment in the electrical and mechanical rooms.
  
The new facility would connect to the west side of Building 12-99 via a new ramp.  Partial building demolition of Building 12-99 would be required to construct and connect the proposed ramp.  Building demolition would generally be limited to a single structural bay and primarily include the exterior wall of the existing structure.  The contractor would backfill all excavations to match the existing grade.

Concrete stoops would be provided at all building entrances, and a concrete sidewalk or apron would be provided around the building to serve as a mow strip.  Primary access to the lab would be through the enclosed ramp.
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
