	Proposed_Action_Description: The Pantex Plant has approximately 57 miles of paved road, and 280,000 square yards of parking lot area supporting the site, all of which are in need of replacement/repair. The replacement/repair will involve 24-foot wide or greater collectors, around buildings and all parking lots by mill and fill, and resurface 18-foot wide or greater local streets by overlay.  The project will implement proper erosion control measures to manage storm water runoff off of exposed milled asphalt by staking straw wattles in drainage ditches as needed using biodegradable stakes.  Recycle the milled asphalt pavement by transporting the millings to a central batch or drum plant for processing and in order to produce recycled asphalt mixes that meet Texas Dept. Of Transportation Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement (RAP) specifications.  Recycle the milled asphalt pavement and direct place of RAP mixes meeting requirements using a cold-planning machine, a screening and crushing unit, a mixing device, and conventional lay-down and rolling equipment. A box culvert will be replaced on Pantex Drive south of Playa No. 1, and install 6-12 riprap aggregate to buttress the eroded areas on all four (4) corners of the box culvert and extending placement of riprap approximately 25 feet on either bank south of the crossing.
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
