Proposed Action Title: Purdue University -- Transformers for a Modernized Grid

Proposed Action Description:

Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development activities to build, characterize, and test a new generation of
transformers which are more resilient to events such as electro-magnetic pulses (EMPs) and geo-magnetic disturbances (GMDs). Specifically,
the project team will (1) fabricate transformers using innovative core materials and oil-additives, (2) construct low- and high-power transformers,
and (3) test and characterize those transformers under typical operating conditions as well as simulated EMP and GMD events. If successful,
this project would increase electrical efficiency and enable significant reductions in both size and weight of transformers (decreasing the size of a
5 kVA transformer by 20% over a baseline device) while increasing their resiliency to EMP and GMD events.

Project activities will be conducted at existing facilities at Purdue University (West Lafayette, IN) and Continuous Solutions (Portland, OR)
designed for the applicable activities. Project tasks will be conducted in accordance with established safety and materials/waste management
protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements. No modifications will be made to existing facilities to
accommodate the proposed work.
