     The proposal fits within a class of actions that is listed in Appendix A or B to 10 CFR Part 1021, Subpart D.

	Proposed_Action_Description: Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development activities to establish six validation sites where dedicated energy crops (corn, soy, or sorghum) and crop residues (straw/stover), which could replace 75% of fossil transportation fuel, are used for the production of domestic, sustainable, carbon-negative biofuels (i.e. ethanol, biodiesel or biogas). Specifically, the project team will (1) complete sensor installation and operation, (2) demonstrate operational Eddy Covariance Towers and collect data from commercial field sites, and (3) generate comprehensive data sets and establish a model determining the carbon intensity of crops produced. If successful, the project team will use this model to optimize productivity towards carbon neutrality/negativity and increased income associated with bioenergy crops.

Project activities will be conducted at existing facilities at Arva Intelligence Corp. (Humphrey, AR & Bouldin Island, CA); Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory (Berkeley, CA); Fiak & Fiak (Durham, CA); Glennoe Farms (Glenn, CA); Isbell Farms (Humnoke, AR); and UC Berkeley (Berkeley, CA) designed for the applicable activities. Project tasks will be conducted in accordance with established safety and materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements. No modifications will be made to existing facilities to accommodate the proposed work. 
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
