	Proposed_Action_Description: Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development activities to establish high quality datasets for biofuel feedstock emission monitoring at three commercial corn/soybean sites. Specifically, the project team will (1) conduct sensor installation and operation, (2) develop an integrated data set of all sensor modalities from the commercial field site, (3) demonstrate functioning Eddy Covariance (EC) towers at all field sites, and (4) establish a model determining the carbon intensity of the crops produced. If successful, the project team will enable technology development for managing bioenergy crops, improving yield and reducing over-fertilization, as well as, develop and validate technologies such as remote sensors and decision support tools for smart farms.

Project activities will be conducted at an existing facility at University of Illinois (Urbana, IL & Champaign, IL) designed for the applicable activities. Project tasks will be conducted in accordance with established safety and materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements. No modifications will be made to existing facilities to accommodate the proposed work. Prime Recipient, UIUC, has obtained all necessary permits and authorizations for the use of airplanes at applicable locations and from land owners for the planned construction.
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
