Proposed Action Description:

EDC Power, LLC (Application or EDC POWER) applied to the United States Department of Energy (DOE) Grid Deployment Office
for a new authorization to export electricity to Mexico for a five-year term, pursuant to Section 202(e) of the Federal Power Act
(FPA). EDC POWER states that the electricity it “proposes to export to Mexico will be purchased as excess energy from third
parties, such as electric utilities and federal power marketing agencies, pursuant to voluntary agreements, and wheeled over existing
transmission facilities owned by third parties.” Further, “neither EDC Power, nor any of its owners, own or control (nor hold an
interest in other entities that own or control) any electric power generation or transmission facilities within the United States.
Additionally, neither EDC POWER nor any of its owners hold a franchised electric power service area nor have a native load
obligation.”

DOE has determined that the export of electric energy to Mexico by EDC POWER would not impair the sufficiency of electric power
supply within the United States and would not impede or tend to impede the coordination in the public interest of facilities within the
meaning of section 202(e) of the FPA. Thus, DOE proposes to issue EA-501, granting EDC POWER its requested authorization.

Subpart D, Appendix B.

There are no extraordinary circumstances related to the proposal that may affect the significance of the environmental effects of the
proposal.
