Proposed Action Description:

Funding will support the project's small-scale research and development activities to investigate the inclusion of incinerated municipal waste ash
into aggregate material for use in concrete. Specifically, the project team will analyze methods of ash processing to identify pathways to develop
materials best suited for geotechnical fill and aggregate products. If successful, the technology would reduce ash byproducts of the waste
incineration process and the need for landfill space for the byproducts, as well as reduce mining for minerals for cement and aggregate products,
which would reduce CO2 and greenhouse gases in the atmosphere.

Project activities will be conducted at an existing facility at KMR Collaborative, LLC (Sparks, NV) designed for the applicable activities. The
project team has certified that (a) project tasks will be conducted in accordance with established safety and materials/waste management
protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements, and (b) no modifications will be made to existing facilities
to accommodate the proposed work.
