	Proposed Action Description: Second Foundation US Trading, LLC (the Applicant or SFUST, LLC) has applied for authorization to transmit electric energy from the United States to Mexico for a term of five years, pursuant to section 202(e) of the Federal Power Act (FPA). 

The Applicant states it “is authorized to sell wholesale electric energy, capacity and ancillary services at market-based rates pursuant to authority granted by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) under a wholesale power sales tariff currently on file with FERC in Docket No. ER22-2959-000.” SFUST, LLC does not “own any franchised service territory, and does not control any electric generation or transmission facilities in the United States” and “has no other affiliates or upstream owners that own any franchised service territory or control any electric generation or transmission facilities in the United States.” SFUST, LLC notes it “will purchase surplus electric energy to be exported from a variety of entities within the United States including power marketers, wholesale generators, electric utilities, and federal power marketing agencies.” The Applicant asserts its proposed exports will be “surplus to the needs of those entities selling electric power to the Applicant” and “will not impair the sufficiency of electric supply within the United States[.]” 

The existing international transmission facilities to be utilized by the Applicant have been previously authorized by Presidential Permits.

DOE has determined that the export of electric energy to Mexico by SFUST, LLC would not impair the sufficiency of electric power supply within the United States and would not impede or tend to impede the coordination in the public interest of facilities within the meaning of section 202(e) of the FPA.  Thus, DOE proposes to issue EA-507, granting SFUST, LCC its requested authorization.
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
