	Proposed Action Description: Demolition work will include
• removing a plywood ramp in the southeast Shipping & Receiving area and replacing it with a concrete ramp and handrail.
• removing a low wall in Shipping & Receiving area.
• removing a sliding steel door in Quality Assurance area.
• removing a chain link fence on the north side of Quality Assurance area.
• completing concrete repairs on the uneven areas of the floor on the east side of the warehouse inside the building.
Plumbing work will include
• replacing the small water heater.
• extending the natural gas line into the Quality Assurance area for a new radiant heater.
• Constructing two restrooms.
• heat tracing the existing water main at the point where it enters the building on the south side.
Fencing renovations will include
• removing the chain link fence and gate on the north side of the Quality Assurance area.
• replacing the insulated wall with a roll up door.
• installing a sliding gate to the existing chain link fencing on the west side of the north Shipping & Receiving area.
• installing a fencing with a sliding gate for a Quality Assurance inspection area.
Architectural renovations will include
• purchasing office furnishings, including desks and chairs for computer terminals and inspection table for Quality Assurance.
• installing shelving for Quality Assurance and Shipping & Receiving areas.
• installing a caged fencing for Quality Assurance.
• insulating the Quality Assurance east walls and ceiling.
• installing a new insulated wall for north side of Quality Assurance area.
• installing a new access door from the Shipping & Receiving office area into the warehouse.
• Installing a new roll up door in the new Quality Assurance north wall for access into cold storage area.
Heating, Ventilation, and Air Conditioning (HVAC) renovations include
• installing a radiant heater in the Quality Assurance area.
• installing evaporative cooling and exhaust fans in the Shipping & Receiving, Quality Assurance, and Sample Management areas.
Electrical renovations include
• installing a forklift charging station.
• replacing old lighting with light-emitting diode (LED) fixtures.
• installing new data cabling for Shipping & Receiving, Quality Assurance, and office areas.
• replacing old light fixtures on the exterior of building and installing additional lighting.
Roofing/Flashing/Gutters renovations include
• extending the rain gutter on the west side of the building.

Regular construction debris (industrial waste) is expected to be generated, and disposal of this debris and existing equipment will adhere
to an approved waste disposal path. Demolition of all fixed structures requires advance notice to NMED in accordance with Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Permit condition 1.17. This notification will be provided in the quarterly demolition report
prepared by Regulatory Compliance.
Prior to initiation of any demolition, the building will be surveyed for hazardous materials, including asbestos, polychlorinated biphenyl
(PCBs), and lead containing materials. Appropriate plans will be developed to handle any hazardous building materials properly and in
accordance with all environmental and safety regulations and requirements.
Equipment used will consist of a concrete truck and a backhoe. Excavation will be required to allow for a new concrete stem wall footing
and extended sanitary waste line. Removed soil will be tested and characterized for hazardous materials (Toxic Substances Control Act
(TSCA) waste, such as PCB/asbestos) and disposed of per approved waste path. Some dust will be produced from concrete saw
cutting. Staff will wear and use appropriate safety gear to prevent negative impacts. The construction will involve grinding/cutting of
metal, as well the potential for welding on certain surfaces. Therefore, there is a risk of negative impact from spark/flame-producing
activities, as well as from use of chemicals associated with welding (e.g., acetylene gas).
Building TA-03-271 is a historic building that dates to the Cold War era. Triad National Security, LLC, historic building specialists recently
submitted a report to the New Mexico State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) recommending that the building is not eligible for listing
in the National Register of Historic Places. Project Management will wait for SHPO concurrence on that eligibility determination before
performing any work.

The DOE is aware of the November 12, 2024 decision in Marin Audubon Society v. Federal Aviation Administration, No. 23-1067 (D.C. Cir. Nov. 12, 2024). To the extent that a court may conclude that the CEQ regulations implementing NEPA are not judicially enforceable or binding on this agency action, the DOE has nonetheless elected to follow those regulations at 40 CFR Parts 1500–1508, in addition to the DOE’s procedures/regulations implementing NEPA at 10 CFR 1021, to meet the agency’s obligations under NEPA, 42 U.S.C. §§ 4321 et seq.
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
